Last year’s run ended with the league champions, Shelbourne, defeating us in a penalty
shootout in a pulsating game.

Tolka Rovers come here tonight in what can only be described as their post-season.
The LSL ended in early June with St. Mochtas the eventual and dramatic last-day
league champions on goal difference. Tolka finished in mid-table.

The recent announcement of the application for a multipurpose sport training facility in
Mountain South, Athenry, in conjunction with Connacht Hockey, is very welcome
indeed.

It’'s been a long time coming, and for Galway United to have its very own training
facilities is something all fans would love to see.

Tolka Rovers F.C. is an amateur Irish football club based in Glasnevin, Dublin and
plays in the Leinster Senior League. Their home ground is called Frank Cooke Park,
and the team wear red shirts with white sleeves. The club's junior teams play at
Johnstown Park.

Tolka Rovers AFC was founded in 1922. It is over 100 years old and is one of the oldest
junior football clubs in Dublin.

The clubhouse is located on Griffith Avenue in Glasnevin and is named Frank Cooke
Park. The complex was officially opened on July 18, 1982 and remains one of the most
well-established football complexes for Junior Football in the area.

The club has competed regularly since then in the Leinster Senior League and, pending
their performance in this league, enters the FAI Cup at the early stages. The team has
put in many battling performances throughout the years, and claimed a famous 2-2
draw in the FAI Cup Second Round against League of Ireland Premier Division team
Waterford United on June 15, 2007.

Hip flexor strains are a familiar story in
soccer, usually popping up during high-
speed sprints, sharp turns, or an
overstretched kick.

Players often feel a sudden pinch or pull

at the front of the hip or upper thigh/groin
area, followed by tightness or discomfort

when lifting the knee, sprinting, or striking
the ball.

We know these strains range from mild to
more serious, so the first step is figuring
out how bad it is. The key thing is
assessing If it Is the hip flexor or adductor
which is injured as they can present
similarly. Also if the tendon is involved this
will lengthen the healing time.

Early on, we focus on reducing pain and
restoring movement - gentle mobility work,
soft tissue technigues, and low-load
activation exercises are usually the go-to.
Local treatments are key especially in the
early stages. Massage, Shockwave
Therapy and Dry Needling Therapy can
help greatly.

Once things settle, it's all about rebuilding
strength and control through the full range

of motion. We'll progress to resisted hip We also like to look at the bigger picture;
flexor work, core stabllity drills, and tight hip flexors can sometimes be the result
eventually running mechanics and kicking of Imbalances or over-reliance on certain
drills. movement patterns.
